CONSTITUTION
ARTICLE I:

NAME


The Name of this organization shall be Catholic Campus Ministry of the University of Texas at El Paso or simply CCM.  CCM works to promote the faith of students at UTEP as well as work in cooperation with other student organizations in regards to service projects.  We seek to understand our faith while respecting those of other faith tenants.  We are bound by the Bylaws of this Document, and the Constitutional Laws, rules, protocols and norms of the organization, as well as those of The University or Texas at El Paso.
ARTICLE II:

MISSION & PURPOSE


The mission of Catholic Campus Ministry as young adults is to seek and strengthen the integration of our Catholic faith in the daily life of students, staff, and faculty.  We desire to make the faith accessible to all though service, social and spiritual activities together.  We also wish to establish an active relationship with the university community.  While CCM is a registered student organization, we are also a ministry of the Catholic Diocese of El Paso.  We are supervised by a member of the Diocese which may include Priest and or Deacon.  Our off campus location is the Blessed Cardinal John Henry Newman Center, or Newman Center.
ARTICLE III:

MEMBERSHIP

The Catholic Campus Ministry at UTEP organization shall be composed of students, staff and faculty members at UTEP.  Our general population is Catholic because of our focus as a religious organization.  Our activities are open to the wider university community, and those activities conveyed as “university sponsored” shall abide by the set forth policies of the university.  

Our group will not discriminate
 toward others on the basis of creed, race, age, gender, disabilities or sexual orientation.  We promote understanding, respect, and acceptance among the diverse persons of our membership. 
MEMBERSHIP PRIVILAGES & RESPONSIBILITIES:
1. VOTING:

A. Voting privileges are restricted to active members only; each member is entitled to one vote.
B. Votes may be cast by ballot, acclimation, and ascent or by roll call of members or officers present, as may be proper for the item in question.
C. Votes may also be case by active members and officer in absentee form by phone call or email PRIOR to the official counting of votes is conducted.  Those wishing to submit an absentee vote must notify the Secretary before the meeting in question is called to order.
2. PRIVILEGES:
A. Each active member shall be entitled to all services, access to events, participation in service projects, or other such benefits of the organization.
B. Only members may hold elected officer positions and/or run for such during elections, to be verified by the Secretary.
3. PARTICIPATION:

A. Each member shall be entitled and encouraged to participate in all organizational events, activities and open meetings.
4. DUES & FEES:

A. There are no membership dues and/or fees.  Fees may be assed based on the level of activities or retreats to be organized and information will be duly distributed through our Treasurer. 
ARTICLE IV:

OFFICERS


All officers must be duly qualified, nominated and properly elected as per the norms and Constitutional Laws of the organization, by an assembled body of the voting membership in a meeting called for the purpose of conducting electoral business.  All officer positions shall be for at least one year or as needed or prescribed for the good of the organization.  Officers must  currently be enrolled at UTEP, not be on any disciplinary or academic probation, active for one semester and have a GPA of 2.5.
PRESIDENT:

A. President:

1. Work with the Campus Minister animate and oversee group planning projects. 
2. Preside at all meetings and prepare agendas, unless he/she is unable to due to class or work schedule, meetings will then fall to the Vice-President.
3. Bring materials for meetings (or ask Secretary to please do so)
4. Assure that all reports are correctly prepared and properly forwarded.
5. Appoint people jobs at events. 

6. Encourage and oversee that all officers are doing their tasks correctly and efficiently. 

7. Represents organization at official functions. 
VICE-PRESIDENT OF INTERNAL AFFAIRS:

A. The Vice-President of Internal Affairs shall:

1. Act in the absence of the president in all capacities as listed above and shall assist in conducting the business of the organization.
2. Coordinate events with other CCM groups. 

3. Work with the Diocese in regards to retreats and events when necessary

4. Coordinate external related events. 

5. Represent the organization at Campus Activities Board (CAB) meetings. 

6. Work with all UTEP channels and advisor in regards to fundraising, reservation of rooms, and other UTEP related events.
SECRETARY :

A. The Secretary shall:

1. Keep and maintain proper record of the minutes and activities of all meetings.

2. Write Thank You cards to visiting Priests, guests and other university officials for whatever assistance they may give to our organization.
3. Bring materials for meetings per the President’s request. 

4. Keep and organized calendar of events.

5. Communicate to officers and members of any changes in events.
TREASURER:

A. The Treasurer shall:
1. Receive and record incoming money from fundraisers, fees, etc. 

2. Keep an updated report of the budget. 

3. Shall work with CCM Secretaries in regard to funds available for project that the organization seeks to pursue. 

4. Prepares and submits financial reports to officers and members. 
HISTORIAN:

A. The Historian shall:
1. Take photographs at events put on or attended by CCM

2. Maintain a record in a scrapbook of all events done for recording purposes.

3. Keep a record of all pictures of the events. 

4. Email officers about upcoming meetings. 

5. Email members about upcoming events. 
ADVISORS:
A. Advisors shall:

1. Be current UTEP Faculty/Staff personnel or alumni.
2. Advise the leadership of the CCM
3. Act as liaison(s) between the Diocese of El Paso and the University.

4. At least one advisor shall be a permanent member of the UTEP Faculty or Staff to act in accordance with UTEP Registered Student Organization policies, other advisors not affiliated with the University, shall hold Honorary Membership privileges.
ARTICLE V:

COMMITTEES
A. The President shall appoint all required and necessary standing, special, or ad hoc committees and chairs as may be required by the by-laws and accepted norms, as he finds necessary.  Chairpersons shall be appointed by and responsible to the President.
B. A vacancy in a Committee Chairperson position shall be filled by appointment of the President of the organization with input from the outgoing Committee Chairperson.

ARTICLE VI:
UNIVERSITY POLICIES
1. This organization shall abide by all applicable policies instituted by The University of Texas at El Paso.
ARTICLE VII: NON-UNIVERSITY SPONSOR NOTICE
Catholic Campus Ministry at UTEP is associated with the United States Catholic Bishops’ Conference’s “Catholic Campus Ministry Association”.  It is also associated locally with the Catholic Diocese of El Paso.
